e Students need to report to the clinic to be seen/evaluated/communicate with the nurse (or
another available staff member if the nurse is unavailable).

early from school.

to go and see the nurse first. An exit pass must be issued by the nurse if a student is going
home with an illness/injury.

e An exit pass will be issued to a student after parent/guardian contact has been made by the
nurse.

e Please note that parents/guardians are also welcome to call the office/attendance line or send
in a written note to the office if you anticipate that your child will need to leave school early
for an appointment or other reasons.

e Thank you for your understanding and cooperation with following these procedures. Our
priority is to keep your student safe, accounted for and of course, help with any health needs
